The Transformation of the Mechanism for the Protection of

Abstract: The protection of merchants’ right is the core content of commercial law. The
m echanism for the protection of merchants’ right has different forms in different
historical stages, and has continuous development in accordance with the
ad justm ents of comm ercial law system . Before the era of codification, the comm ercial
law was the “privilege law” of merchants. In times of codification, the rights of
m erchant have been confimed in the comm ercial codes, but the comm ercial acts

have becom e the focus of the system s of commercial law. W e should rethink the
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protection of m erchants’ rights from the view of protection of fundam ental rights in
tim es of Constitution. In tim es of globalization, the protection of m erchants’ right is
facing new challenges. The construction of the system of Chinese comm ercial law
should revolve the protection of m erchants rights.
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
